So we went back to 
2500 meter and slept there…I can still feel the cold in my bones. But it was a 
great adventure and we were very happy to visit the home of Toblerone. After 
this hiking we were wrecked and exhausted but this was one of the biggest 
challenges in our life and we decided that we are going to conquer the highest 
peak of Europe and we can’t wait until next summer☺. After these fabulous 
experiences we crowned the summer by travelling to Croatia and see our 
favourite band, U2 live. 
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
